Outside Lineman  

The fundamental job of an Outside 

Lineman is to build, install, main-

tain and repair the electrical      

distribution and transmission lines 

that supply power from the sub-

stations to businesses and homes. 

Meterman  

When power lines are connected at 

a customerõs business or home, it is 

the Meterman who ensures that 

power is measured correctly.  A 

Metermanõs responsibilities include 

meter installation, testing, and 

maintenance. 

Substation Wireman  

A Substation Wireman works at the 

substation to install, maintain, trou-

bleshoot and repair equipment in-

cluding switches, transformers, 

regulators, breakers and capacitor 

banks so that electricity can be dis-

tributed efficiently.
